4. Reason for 
Prosecution 

On 5 October 2022, a two-year-old child was left unattended 
on the Cooinda Early Learning service bus and was located by 
staff after the child’s parent phoned the centre to pass on a 
message about the child.  
 
The Approved Provider pleaded guilty to contravening: 

(a) Section 165(1) of the National Law - failing to ensure 
that a child was adequately supervised at all times;  

 
(b) Section 167(1) of the National Law - failing to ensure 

that every reasonable precaution was taken to protect a 
child from harm or from any hazard likely to cause 
injury; 

 
(c) Regulation 102B – inadequacy of risk assessment; and 
 
(d) Regulation 104D – failure to have written authorisation 

to transport children (seven charges). 

5. Date of prosecution 25 October 2024 

6. Outcome of 
prosecution 

The approved provider pleaded guilty to all charges and was fined 
$28,000 for the combined charges and $1,500 costs. No 
conviction was recorded.
